The Collect:  
Almighty Father, you have given your only Son to die for our sins and to rise again for our justification:  grant us so to put away the leaven of malice and wickedness that we may always serve you in pureness of living and truth through the merits of your Son Jesus Christ our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Readings:  Acts 2:14a 22-32
Peter addresses the crowds, explaining that death could not hold Jesus in its power. He quotes the words of David, which, though written long before, concern Jesus.




1 Peter 1:3-9
Peter praises God for the gift of new birth and the hope of the resurrection. Although his readers have had to suffer trials and although they have not seen Jesus, they are receiving salvation as the outcome of their faith.

Gospel:  John 20:19-end
Jesus appears to the disciples, who are hiding in a locked room. He gives them his peace and they receive the Holy Spirit as he breathes on them. A week later Jesus stands among them again. Thomas, who was not present the first time, asks for proof. Jesus tells him that those who believe without seeing are blessed.
