3.  Chair’s Report 

The Chair introduced himself and continued with the theme of thanksgiving:
· For Jane and the work of the Project.
· To Mr M Digby, who had been Chair for a year, and on the Board for 16 years.

· To the remainder of the Board who gave of their time.  
· To Mrs J Bevington who was stepping down at the end of the year after being Secretary for 14 years.  Prayer was requested for a new Secretary and Trustees.

· For Jane and the work of the Project.  Two additional schools had invited her this year – Kinnerley and West Felton.
· For Welsh Frankton Mothers’ Union for funding Diary of a Disciple and the continuing support from churches and individuals.

· To our heavenly Father for His provision. He quoted part of the hymn by Tim Dudley Smith “Your love has kept and guided, urged and inspired us, cheered us on our way”.
4.  Treasurer’s Report:
A Nurden presented the annual statements of account. 
· Once again, he thanked God for financial provision and all the churches who support the Project.
· He was grateful that HMRC had found that the Project was in credit by £2800 and this had been refunded!
· This meant there was a small surplus of less than £3000 in the accounts.
All annual reports have been submitted to the relevant authorities.

6.  AOB    There was no other business.
7.  Jane Webber gave a review of her work over the past year.

· She introduced ‘Diary of a Disciple’.
· She said it was a privilege to see an increasing interest in God amongst school children.

· She has had contact with 2500 pupils in 17 local schools – 13 primary and 4 secondary.
·  She mentioned that with clergy vacancies in the deanery for some there was limited church contact and it was vital that the Project filled that gap.
· Christian Unions in the secondary schools gave the opportunity to meet with other Christians in the schools and in one particular school there was little experience of church life.
· There had been a new interest in the Project from The Meadows School. 
· 14 sessions of ‘Christmas in a Box’ had been delivered and there was planning for ‘Christmas in a Box II’ which would provide variety for classes with 2 year groups.

· Other available sessions were self-esteem workshops, ‘It’s Your Move’ and ‘Prayer Spaces’.

Jane was asked about the self-esteem workshops.  She explained that they were good preparation for going on to secondary school.  The content included discovering from the Bible how valuable we are, offering encouragement to each other and friendship.
She stated that she would love to offer her services to Woodside School as others in the surrounding area were served by local ministers.
‘Diary of a Disciple’ was introduced to schools leading up to Easter and on each table there was a booklet and workbook which are given to each pupil.  She explained about the 4 activities linked with the workshop and there was a practical session for all attending the AGM.
8. Rev A Cranston closed the meeting with prayer and quoted from the hymn again “For the future take us, Lord of our lives, to live for Christ alone”.
